Abstract
We conducted questionnaires how to accept of foreign guests for accommodation facilities in Saga
prefecture. We analyzed how the variables created based on the questionnaire data and attribute data of
accommodation facilities affect the number of foreign guests. As a result, it was found that not only the
facility size but also the level of efforts towards inbound tourism such as information transmission and

human resource development contribute to the increase foreign guests.
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
