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Abstract

In recent years, driving accidents involving senior drivers has become a serious problem in Japan. It is
necessary for local governments to make it easier to return driver’s license. On the other hand, we know that
local authorities are under growing pressure to make expenditure savings. For the sake of searching the status
quo of it, we conducted survey for the Local Governments in Saga Prefecture. According to the aggregate
results obtained, many local governments have increased the financial burden for offering services. Even in
such a situation, many cities like Saga City offer discounts on taxi or bus rides to senior citizens who return
license. Further studies are needed to examine local administrative efforts, from the concept of "Civil

Minimum".
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
